RESOLUTION TO ADOPT A CONTINUING BUDGET AND TAX RATE...AND TO AUTHORIZE %
EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS BY THE VARIOUS COUNTY OFFICES AND DEPARTMENTS NO: 1 15

WHEREAS, it now appears that the fiscal year 2022 - 2023 budget of Van Buren County, Tennessee, will
not be approved by July 1, 2022;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the county legislative body of Van Buren County,
Tennessee, meeting in session on this 17th day of June, 2022, that:

SECTION 1. The amount set out in the fiscal 2021 - 2022 Appropriations Resolution are continued and
the various departments, offices and agencies are authorized to expend funds at the same level as the

previous fiscal year.

SECTION 2. The property tax rate of § 2.40 per each $100 of taxable property for the fiscal year
beginning July 1, 2021, will remain in effect until a new property tax rate is adopted.

SECTION 3. No local funds can be expended or obligated that exceed the previous year's budget
appropriation until 2 new budget is adopted. Expenditures mandated by the State or rules and regulations
adopted by the State are incorporated into this continuing budget.

SECTION 4. This resolution will take effect from and after its passage and its provisions will be in force
from July 1, 2022, until the budget and tax rate for fiscal year 2022 - 2023 is finally adopted and
approved. The County Clerk shall include this Resoclution in the minutes of the Van Buren County
legislative body and send a copy to each department head.

Dn behalf of Institutional Wholesale Co., Inc. {"IWC Food Service" or "IWC"), we are pleased to submit our
response to Van Buren County Mayor's Request for Proposal for the Contract Period of July 1, 2022 to
June 30, 2023. IWC greatly values our long-term relationship with Van Buren County Detention Center
and appreciates the opportunity to continue serving its Nutrition Program as foodservice distributor for
the upcoming contract period.

With respect to the bid items, we understand that Van Buren County Mayor’'s Office is soliciting firm-fixed
bid prices for the duration of the 1-year contract period. Please refer to the enclosed Attachment A for a
listing of our proposed bid prices, which comply with this proposal requirement.

However, please note that continued, broad-based supply chain disruptions and significant inflation of
fuel, labor, and other direct operating costs have resulted in unstable economic conditions that create
uncertainty and the inability for IWC to reasonably predict the trend of product and operating costs for
the foreseeable future (i.e., 6 to 18 months).

Accordingly, to comply with your request for the proposal of firm, fixed bid prices for a 1-year contract
period that actually does not commence for another 2 months, we regrettably find it necessary to modify
known, current prices for the specified bid items to include provisions for potential, difficult-to-estimate
price escalations that may or may not ultimately occur during the 1-year contract period.

Therefore, in addition to IWC's submitted proposal of firm-fixed bid prices presented in Attachment A,
we would like to offer an “alternative pricing model” for your consideration, which we refer to as the
“Monthly Price Revision Option”. During the past year, we have successfully implemented this pricing
model to mitigate certain supply chain issues by mutual agreement with numerous school systems and
institutional customers to modify their firm-fixed price contracts.

The primary objective of this alternative pricing maodel is simply to create a balanced, mutually-beneficial
approach that reflects current prices upon inception of the bid, but is responsive to both price escalations

rice de- tions that occur during the contract period. We believe this approach has the
potential to be economically advantageous to Van Buren County Detention Center and allow the potential
for price reductions during the contract period as economic conditions improve.

Please refer to the proposed alternate bid item prices shown in Attachment B, which reflect the known,
current prices that IWC would submit in response to the RFP if the Monthly Price Revision Option were
approved and adopted for the upcoming contract perlod. These alternate, reduced prices reflect the
initial bid prices that would be charged upon commencement of the contract period, and which would
remain unchanged until such time as a manufacturer's price escalation or price de-escalation occurred in

a subsequent monthly period.

To assist with your review and consideration of the proposed “Monthly Price Revision Option”, we have
enclosed Attachment C, which presents a comparison of our proposed firm-fixed bid prices shown in
Attachment A to the proposed bid prices under the alternate pricing model shown in Attachment B.

"IWC Monthly Price Revision Option” — Description of proposed operating procedures are as follows:

* Approximately 7 to 10 days before each month end during the contract period, IWC will generate
and email a "Monthly Price Revision Listing" that will include any bid items for which the current
bid price will be revised due to a price change imposed by the applicable product
manufacturer. Revised bid prices will become effective as of the 1*t day of the following month.

« The advance email notice is intended to allow time for your Nutrition Supervisor and Staff to
review and approve individual item price changes for update in your purchasing system, or to
reject the price increase for a specific item by considering and identifying alternate, more cost-
effective products that may better meet your menu planning and foodservice needs.

»  With respect to a price change of 50.01 to 50.25 per case, no price revision will be applied by IWC.
The current bid price will remain unchanged and the item will not be included in the Monthly
Price Revision Listing.

e For a price change of $0.26 or greater per case, the item will be included in the Monthly Price
Revision Listing to notify you of the revised bid price that will replace the current bid price
effective as of the 1st day of the following manth.

» Under this procedure, IWC will b rice increases ed when determining
the revised price of a bid item.

s Should you decide that a particular item no longer meets your needs and you plan to discontinue
purchasing that item, please notify the IWC Contract Sales Team so that we can adjust our forward
buying quantities from the applicable vendor as quickly as possible.

s Please note that your Nutrition Supervisor and Staff retain full control over the approval or
rejection of any item that is subject to a revised / increased bid price and the IWC Contract Sales
Team will remain available to assist you with identifying suitable alternative products that may be

priced more economically.

In summary, we realize that current econamic conditions and inflation trends present a serious
operational challenge, not only for IWC as foodservice distributor, but also for Correctional Institutions
and their financial budgets. Looking back over IWC's 65 years of providing food distribution services, the
past two years may very well have been the most challenging. It is our hope that as the COVID-19
pandemic cantinues to recede, and supply chain disruptions are ultimately resclved, we can return to a
more stable economic environment in which cost trends are reasonably predictable and inflation is not

on an upward trend.

We want to again express our sincere appreciation for the opportunity to submit our proposal in response
1o the current REP, and we trust that the alternative pricing model information included herewith will be
viewed as a good faith demonstration of our goal to continue providing the best foodservice value for

you, our Customer.
